12.1  That Louth County Council explore ways and means in how best to deal with anti-social behaviour in many of our villages and towns in the county, in conjunction with the Gardai.

Reply

Louth Local Authorities have adopted an Anti-Social Behaviour Policy in relation to their rented housing stock of 3500 dwellings and this policy is being actively enforced by two full time Anti-Social Behaviour Officers.  In terms of the wider issues of anti-social behaviour in our towns and villages we would see the new Joint Policing Committees as being an appropriate platform from which to tackle this growing problem in co-operation with the Gardai.
12.2  That Louth County Council urgently deal with the appalling state of some of our roads in County Louth, in particular  Clogherhead, Monasterboice, Termonfeckin, and Ballymakenny areas, in the interest of public safety 

Reply

As Members should be aware, our roads budgets have been cut drastically for 2009, both in terms of grants and the availability of own resources at a local level.    While it remains our intention to do works as set out in the revised Road Works Programme presented to members at the April meeting, we cannot undertake any additional works during 2009.   While pothole and other minor repairs will be carried out in various locations during the remainder of the year, this work will be dependant on available budgets and will be done in priority order based on traffic levels etc.     Our Area Engineers will continue to provide a professional and quality service with the extremely limited resources available to them at present.
12.3  That Louth County Council maintain the “Housing Adaption Grant” for people with disabilities, as there is great need to provide these basic services, such as house extensions, walk-in showers, hand rails etc.

Reply

The operation of the Housing Adaptation Grant Scheme, Mobility Aid Grant Scheme and Housing Aid for Older People scheme is entirely dependant on availability of funding both from the Councils own resources and the allocations from the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government. The Housing Progress Report enclosed with the agenda outlines the current position on these schemes.   The corresponding report for the April meeting advised that the schemes were closed from that date.

12.4  That Louth County Council formally set up a forum / advisory committee to campaign for the monastic settlement at Monasterboice, and its historically significant High Crosses to be recognised as a UNESCO World Heritage Site'.
Reply

The Council fully supports the proposal to add Monasterboice to Ireland's Tentative List of World Heritage Sites.
 

This development would help promote the county's heritage internationally and nationally and would be of benefit to our tourism industry.
 

It is supported by the bodies ( Louth Heritage Forum and Louth Hospitality) that the Council has already established to advise it on county-wide heritage and tourism issues. It is not thought at this point necessary to set up another grouping, as there is a Steering Group already in place for the Monasterboice Conservation Study with Local Authority representation.
