(a) How many derelict sites are there in County Louth and how many enforcement orders have been served to date?

Reply

There are 19 sites on the Register with 17 of these currently being investigated by the enforcement section.  Louth County Council has served 9 Section 11 Notices Under The Derelict Sites Act, 1990. 
(b) In the event of major flooding in County Louth, what emergency plans have Louth County Council in place to deal with same?
Reply

The Council responds as required to flooding incidents or flooding threats through the Area Offices and the Fire Services.   There is an On Call structure in place to deal with emergency calls outside normal office hours.      The Council also has a Major Emergency Plan to deal with response to major incidents requiring a multi-agency response.

When can we expect CCTV cameras on Clogherhead Pier and when will the public lights be repaired and ramps installed to deal with boy racers and other activities?

Reply
The Council itself has no plans to introduce CCTV at Clogherhead.   However, a planning application has been lodged recently by the Marine Institute to install CCTV at the harbour.
