Introduction and Welcome

Minutes of Previous Meeting

Minutes of Ardee JPC Meeting which took place on 15th July 2021 were noted. 

An Garda Siochana Report
An Garda Siochana presented reports in relation to the  Ardee District and the Dunleer Sub District, this also included Clogherhead.
Copies of the reports were circulated to the members in advance of the meetings. 
They advised Operation Tombola, Operation Thor  and Operation Stratus continue to be rolled out across the region. 
Issues in relation to roads policing are  actioned by the Roads Policing Unit and Station Rd Castlebellingham continues to receive particular attention.

Drogheda Community Action Team – Presentation

Sgt Parry from the Drogheda Community Action Team gave a presentation to the meeting on the Drogheda Community Action Team. 
This team was established by Chief Superintendent Mangan in response  to escalating issues around anti social behaviour in certain communities in Drogheda. The team comprises 6 individuals 1 Sgt and 5 Gardai. 
They employ a high visibility approach , conducting  spontaneous operations , reassure the local population and are proactive in monitoring the communities they are based in. 

They are a uniformed unit and work closely with members of  the community, community representatives, and local organisations. Not all issues raised with the Gardaí, or D-CAT require a policing response however, any information passed to the Gardaí from the community is valuable as it contributes to our local knowledge. D-CAT should not be confused with Community Policing/ Community Engagement Teams as D-CAT place increased emphasis on law enforcement and crime detection
Questions from Members of the Public to JPC Members 
Tommy McCabe local resident submitted a question in relation to the enforcement of speed limits at Dunleer. 

Will AGS action a plan to enforce speed limits in Dunleer and give particular attention to a trio of motorcyclists who are using the roadway as a race track.?
An Garda Siochana noted they are aware of the situation particularly on Sunday mornings and will follow up accordingly with Roads Policing Unit.
