Local Authority Report

Director of Housing Paddy Donnelly advised members on recent developments under the 5 pillars of the Community Safety Strategy. 
A copy of the most recent report was circulated to the members in advance of the meeting.

Discussions arose from same as follows:
· Members acknowledges the work of the Council and AGS at the recent PRIDE events.
· Request from a member whether there would be a Community Speed initiative to empower communities to make it socially unacceptable to speed in estates. AGS will feed back to road Safety Officer.

Garda Report

Superintendent Andrew Watters gave a presentation on the Garda Report outlining crime Statistics in the Dunleer Sub District and Superintendent John Callanan gave the same for the Ardee District Area.
The reports were circulated to the members in advance of the meeting and arising from the report the following matters were discussed
· Members noted that residents in the Dunleer area are frustrated with the speed and want more done. AGS to contact substation at Dunleer to address this.
· ASB at Dunleer is reflected in the damage that has been done to the area and more community engagement would be appreciated.
· Increased activity in youth doing donuts and racing between Dunleer- Clogherhead and Dunleer – Port roads.
· Members requested to have domestic violence incidences recorded on the garda report going forward.

· Acknowlegement by the members on the work of AGS on the drugs issue in Ardee.

· Members noted the speed on the Kells road has improved but at the Ardee Community School and out to the cross. It would be appreciated if there was more presence there.

· Discussion in relation to the out of hours service from the Victims Support Service.
· Members inquired whether the R178 at Essexford at a right turnoff into a business is dangerous. Email to be sent to Supt. Callahan.

· Initiatives in relation to cyberbulling how the incidents are being recorded. AGS advised they are being recorded using current legislation and acknowledged that it is prevalent for all ages but there was no way of traditionally policing social media. There is ongoing initiatives in the schools when registrations allow which is was high on the Commissioners agenda.
