Matters Arising

Senior executive Officer Finbar Gethins advised members on recent developments under the 5 pillars of the Community Safety Strategy.

· A significant number of sporting activities and events organised by Louth Sports Partnership & LCC Sports Office for children , older people and people with a disability.

· Age Friendly Structures are being reinvigorated with Age Friendly Alliance meeting taking place at end of November and Older Peoples Council/Forum looking for new members.

· Louth Meath Joint Migrant Integration Strategy currently being reviewed and it is anticipated new strategy will be prepared Q1 of 2023.

· Community Safety Strategy due to expire end of 2022, this matter will be discussed at next JPC Steering Committee meeting with regard to review of current strategy and preparation of new Community Safety Strategy. 

Garda Report

An Garda Síochána gave a presentation on the Garda Report outlining crime Statistics in the Ardee & Dunleer Districts. 
A copy of the most recent reports were circulated to the members in advance of the meeting

Arising from the report the following matters were discussed:
· Members asked whether there was transference from Drogheda feud to more rural areas in Mid Louth 

· Age Friendly Crime Prevention Packs issued to older and vulnerable residents in the district 
· Garda Youth Awards  it was noted there were a  number of winners from Ardee local area 

· Members were informed operations are in place ReadyPenny/Darver to monitor traffic 
· JPC Members raised concerns regarding rural crime and the number of recent burglaries in the Dunleer and Mid Louth area
· Request for stats in relation to domestic violence- AGS noted this is currently not a  KPI therefore not accessible from PULSE system. Analysists are looking at addressing this matter.

· Community Policing- confirmed no CPU in Ardee/Mid Louth 

· Request for monitoring/mobile camera to be located at Junction’s 14/15/16 off M1
