Roads and Marine Progress Report

Members noted the report circulated with the agenda.  A wide ranging discussion raised, among other, the following issues:-

· The competent manner in which Louth County Council and Ascon Engineering handled traffic management on the Dundalk/Carrickmacross Road which should set a precedent for all future projects.  

· Decision on CPO for land at top of Seafield Road and update on awarding of the tender.

· Need to encourage use of motorway to limit traffic congestion in Drogheda.

· Significant works undertaken in Baltray/Termonfeckin area to coincide with Irish Open.

· Need to ensure that all outstanding levies are paid in Blackrock area to ensure road improvements in the area.

· Need to encourage speed reduction on minor roads.

· Possible review of location of signs as part of the changeover to metric signage.

· Need to make further representation to NRA and Minister for Environment, Heritage and Local Government in the matter of funding for the Northern Port Access Route.  Need to liaise with developers in relation to supplementary Development Scheme.

· Need to put traffic calming measures in Monasterboice in place as soon as possible.

· Additional €8m. funding for Clogherhead Harbour Improvements – Councillor J. McConville’s role in securing additional funding complimented.
· Newtownstalaban Cross needs lining and larger signage.

· Realignment of Station Road, Castlebellingham must be prioritised.

· Absence of Blue Flag for County disappointing.  

· Plans/proposals to secure Port Beach from traders.
· Request to re-circulate Coastal Protection Projects Programme to Councillors.
