Correspondence
Correspondence was received from the HSE, in Louth Primary, Continuing and Community Care confirming that William McAllister, Local Health Manager, John Kelly, Acting General Manager and Jim McGuigan, Project Manager would meet with Ardee Town Council, in the Malone room on Wednesday 28th June at 4pm to make a presentation.
Correspondence was received confirming that Heritage Week would run from 26th August  to 3rd of September 2006, with Water Heritage day on Saturday 2nd September.
The members agreed that owing to the success of last years water heritage day organised by Cllr Padraig McKenny, further discussions regarding this years event would take place at the July monthly meeting.
Notice of Motion from Boyle Town Council

“A Notice of motion was passed a the last meting of Boyle Town Council denouncing the plan by Bus Eireann to purchase new buses to the value of €16 million that will not have disabled  access facility.
Councillors decided to contact all Town Councils in the country to highlight the matter and call on the Company to reconsider the situation so that disabled people will be able to use the buses”
Cllr Leonard Hatrick told the members that the order had been delayed for the interim.  The members agreed to write to Bus Eireann asking that they return the wheelchair accessible bus to the Ardee-Dundalk route.

Amidst much discussion regarding the granting of planning permission (ref 05/1442) to Drumsesk Developments (Ireland) Ltd, at Castle Guard/Dawsons Demense, Ardee for 112 houses, 18 apartments and a commercial building (crèche) by Louth Council, the members agreed to give Cllr Leonard Hatrick a letter supporting the residents appeal to An Bord Pleanala.
