Review of Development Plan

The Members continued their consideration of the County Manager’s Report prepared under Section 11 of the Planning & Development Act 2000.   Mr. T. Savage, Senior Executive Planner made a Powerpoint Presentation to the meeting.

The Members agreed to hold further meetings in this regard on Monday 8th November and on Wednesday 17th November, both at 7.00 p.m.

The Members then proceeded to consider the Submissions. 

Submission No. 30 – N. Smith & Son  -  McKevitt Architects 

Submission No. 84  – Ashfield Residents (North Road)  - Cormac Bohan 

The Members were advised that a portion of the land in question would appear to be designated Open Space for Ashfield Estate in accordance with Planning Ref. 92/105.

On the proposal of Cllr. M. O’Dowd, seconded by Cllr. F. Maher, the Members agreed to defer consideration of this submission to a further meeting.

Submission No. 92, P.J. & E.J. Doherty  - RPS McHugh, Planning & Environment 

On the proposal of Cllr. T. Byrne, seconded by Cllr. F. Maher, the Members agreed with the County Manager’s report that the subject lands are not appropriate for residential densification purposes due to site specific constraints.

Submission No. 93 – Mellview Developments Ltd  - Brian Meehan & Associates

Submission No. 94 – Irish Cement – Kieran O’Malley & Co. Ltd.

On the proposal of the Mayor, Cllr. G. Nash, seconded by Cllr. J. Mulroy, the Members agreed to defer consideration of these submissions to a further meeting.

On the proposal of Cllr. P. Bell, seconded by the Mayor, Cllr. G. Nash, the Members agreed with the County Manager’s recommendation that the TC (Town Centre) zoning be extended southwards to incorporate the bus station site.

On the proposal of Cllr. T. Byrne, seconded by the Mayor Cllr. G. Nash, the Members agreed with the County Manager’s recommendation that the three properties in question at Marsh Road be re-zoned to be included within the proposed IQDA (Inner Quays Development Area).

This submission supports the proposed DTDA (Drogheda Transport Development Area) zoning centered on the existing McBride Railway Station, and as such was noted.

On the proposal of Cllr. P. Bell, seconded by Cllr. M. Coogan, the Members agreed with the County Manager’s recommendation that the existing designated public open space fronting the Donore Road at Cedarfield should be re-zoned OS (Open Space and Recreational Area).

Submission No. 2  -  National Roads Authority  - Olivia Morgan

The N.R.A. submission highlighted the fact that the N52 Link Road referred to in the Draft Plan should in fact be the N51 and also noted that the N1 in Drogheda has been reclassified as the R132.

The Members agreed that these changes should be incorporated into the Draft Development Plan. 

Submission No. 3  -  Electricity Supply Board (ESB)

The Members agreed to note the ESB submission.

Submission No. 8  -  Sheila Martin  -  Greenhills Resident
Following some consideration of this submission, Cllr. M. Coogan proposed that new residential development on the site in question should be restricted to less than 4 storeys in height, i.e. mid to low density.   This proposal was seconded by Cllr. D. Wilton. 

Cllr. T. Murphy proposed that existing industrial zoning should be retained.   This proposal was not seconded.

Cllr. M. O’Dowd proposed that the subject lands be re-zoned for new residential development with an upper height limit of 4 storeys.   This proposal was seconded by the Mayor Cllr. G. Nash.

The motion to re-zone for New Residential development with a restricted height of 4 storeys or less was declared to be carried.

Submission No. 9  - Eddie McKenna, Greenhills 

The Members noted the Manager’s response to this submission that while Drogheda Borough Council fully supports the aspiration to implement the Northern Port Access Road, and any proposal to effect modal shift from road to rail especially in the case of freight movements, only a small portion of the subject lands are actually located within the Borough. 

Submission No. 31  -  Boyne Rovers Football Club  - Brady/Hughes Consulting Engineers 

Following  lengthy consideration of this submission, on the proposal of Cllr. T. Byrne, seconded by Cllr. T. Murphy, the Members agreed to defer a decision on this matter pending receipt of legal advice.   It was also agreed that a brief for the proposed Sports & Recreation Strategy for the County be circulated to the Members.

At this point, Cllr. P. Bell stated that he wished to have it put on record that he was dissatisfied with the manner in which information was presented to the Members with regard to their powers under the Planning & Development Act 2000.    He also stated that he would be proposing that a vote be taken on the Boyne Rovers submission at the next public meeting.
