· Need for ramps on Dublin Road side of Bryanstown Crossroute

· Timing needs to be reviewed at traffic lights exiting Railway Station at peak times

· Position regarding commencement of works on Pedestrianisation Scheme

· Position regarding Bring Bank at St. Mary’s Hall on closing of car park

· Ramps to be considered on Blackbush Lane end of Bryanstown Crossroute

· Illegal dumping still taking place at Bring Bank on Platin Road

· Problems with parking in Boyle O’Reilly Terrace following double yellow lines being installed outside hospital

· Difficulty getting out onto Trinity Street due to traffic at peak times

· Temporary lights at Mell/Cement Road junction causing delays

· Yellow box junction required at Railway Terrace/Dublin Road

· Position regarding the erection of new speed limit signs on old Slane Road at Boyne Lodge and Boyne Hall

· Painting of public lighting columns throughout the town

· Problems being experienced with gas burners in St. Laurence’s Drive

· Lighting needs to be improved at Back Lanes leading to North Quay

· Problems with trollies being left outside Tesco at weekends and also in loading bays

· Build up of dirt and litter at Lourdes Square

· Parking taking place on green area and footpaths outside McDonnell’s Shop at Hardman’s Gardens

· Manholes in alleyways at rear of Glenmore Drive require cleaning

· Height of footpath on righthand side along Peter Street will not permit parking

· Bus shelter required at entrance to Bryanstown Village

· Yellow box required at first entrance to Rosevale

· Request that ESB pylon at Simcock’s Lane be put underground

· Pedestrian crossing required at St. Mary’s Bridge

· Starting time of roadworks at Crosslanes causing nuisance to residents

· Concern expressed re delay in repair of public lighting which is out of order

· Public lighting at Forest Grange needs to be addressed

· Lighting of Viaduct requires attention

· Up to date position on sludge disposal to River Boyne

· Public lighting required between Rathmullen and Marley’s Lane

· Up to date position on installation of ramps at Ballsgrove

· Cars blocking entrance at new carpark beside Bus Depot

· Manhole cover at North Quay outside Hairdresser’s requires attention
