Housing and Community Progress Report

Operations, Infrastructure and Marine Progress Report 
 
Mr. Gerry Kelly, Senior Engineer presented the report dated 22nd October 2014 and 
highlighted some of the issues within the report.   
 
In relation to the Community Involvement Scheme, Mr Kelly outlined that 27 
schemes had been completed in the current year, and through this programme 5% 
of the tertiary road network in the county had been improved.  This is a very 
significant development as works of this nature on tertiary roads in the past have not 
been a feature of the Road Works Programme.

Following a discussion on the mater, the Senior Engineer advised the members that 
all traffic calming issues that have been submitted to the Directorate will be 
considered following completion of the Road Works Programme.  Members are 
advised that this matter has been raised at all the Municipal District Meetings and 
there is a requirement now that policy around traffic calming measures be in place.  
It was suggested that this matter will go to the Strategic Policy Committee for 
consideration.  Mr. Kelly advised the members that a policy has been drafted with 
regard to this and it will be a matter of agreeing which SPC will deal with the matter.  
The Cathaoirleach, Mr. Jim Tenanty welcomed this approach and looked forward to 
it coming back to council in due course.
