REPLY


Road markings at different parts of Seatown fell under two separate contracts 
(as they were being financed separately):

a.
the Cycle to School Project   and


b.
the roads resurfacing contract

The cycle lane contract (and associated roadworks and markings) was due to 
finish earlier in the year and a much larger period of time had originally been 
anticipated between the two projects, such that road markings had been 
incorporated into that contract.   This was considered necessary, since to 
leave the road without markings until the resurfacing contract came on stream 
may have proved hazardous to road users.


As it transpired, works on the roadway in the vicinity of St Vincent’s School 
were even further delayed to avoid conflict with state examinations, but on 
substantial completion in July, it was still considered the safer option to put 
down the lines, (even though this engendered some overlap) rather than leave 
the road without markings while the other section of road was being resurfaced 
under the separate roads contract.


Councillor M Dearey noted the reply.

REPLY


The collection of refuse is not governed by the Planning Legislation and is 
governed by the Waste Management Act and in particular the Waste Permit 
Regulations.   This legislation is administered by the National Waste Collection 
Permit Office in Co Offaly.
